HOW TO PRINT THE PROGRAM 

If you are interested in printing out Playing Preschool, you have my full permission 

to do so. You are licensed to print one single copy. When printing Playing 

Preschool Year 1, please choose the file PLAYING PRESCHOOL YEAR 1. You may 

also wish to print the ALPHABET PAGES YEAR 1 separately. 

To minimize printing costs, here are some quick tips: 

• Print in black and white 

• Choose double sided 

• Pick the lightest weight paper possible 

To bind it, I chose to coil bind my personal copies and have a color cover added 

to the front. You can also have the program hole punched into a 3-ring binder.
